Toolbox on Intersection Safety and Design
Background
Intersections present some of the greatest safety challenges because they are some of the most common highway features, each having numerous conflict opportunities.  As critical components of the highway network, intersections are used by all road users—motorists, pedestrians, bicyclists, and others.  Approximately 9,000 traffic fatalities occur annually at, or are related to, the 3-3.5 million highway intersections in the United States.  The problem is complex and solutions typically require a balanced application of engineering, enforcement, and education measures.
Report Features
This 2004 report demonstrates practical design measures and tools that will help to improve intersection safety and operations for all users.  It also provides examples of effective applications and discusses experiences with innovative solutions.  It is expected that the report will help readers develop intersection designs, including roundabouts, that achieve the highest levels of safety, mobility and cost-effectiveness.  
A secondary purpose of the report is to improve awareness of existing intersection safety and design literature.  Material in the report is not intended to repeat existing information but to provide sufficient references to available resources.
